Dear People of Saint Andrew's,

We will begin our regular Sunday worship schedule of 8 and 10 a.m. just a week
later than we normally would have ( the Sunday after Labor Day) because of the
special united service on 10 September with details elsewhere in this newsletter.
Sunday School will commence on 17 September with a new Leadership Team
consisting of Kim Lindo, Phil Malone and Lizzie Malone who are succeeding Nancy
Barringer after her many years of faithful service as Sunday School Superintendent.
We are so grateful to Nancy, who will continue teaching Sunday School. We are
also grateful to our new "team" who have stepped into this very important task. It is
both a privilege and a challenge to try and communicate the Christian Faith to
children with a limited time schedule; helping children to know Jesus is paramount
and helping them to have a positive experience of church and the Christian family is
something we all want, | am sure.

In July we had a fairly good sized group come out on a wildly stormy night to hear
our Dean of the Concord River Deanery, the Rev. Gale Davis Morris, rector of Good
Shepherd, Acton and an alternate delegate to General Convention speak. Dean
Morris graciously came to share much of what went on at Convention, the Episcopal
Church's highest legislative body meeting tri-annually. The Rt. Rev. Katherine
Jefforts Schorri, bishop of Nevada was elected Presiding Bishop to succeed the Most
Rev. Frank Griswold in November, whose nine year term ended. Her election by
the House of Bishops was a surprise to the delegates and Bishop Schorri herself. She
is the first woman to hold this position. An oceanographer with two PhDs in that
field prior to her ordination, she will have the unenviable task of working with a
church that is fractured in a number of ways, and we will be praying for her.

The Windsor Report, which came from the Anglican Communion as a result of the
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debate and effects of the election three years earlier of the bishop of New Hampshire,
asked the Episcopal Church to do certain things as well as the Anglican Church of
Canada and bishops from other countries getting involved in churches in dioceses in
this country. A somewhat modified form of complying with these requests were passed
after being voted down initially. These involved calling for a moratorium on the
consecration of gay bishops and the blessing of same sex unions. The final results left
people on both sides of the issue far less than satisfied, but it would seem as if there
were/are some on the extreme left and right who are willing to fracture the church for
their perspectives. There is also large number of Episcopalians who want to work
together, even when we disagree on important issues and want to honor our
membership in the worldwide Anglican Communion under the leadership of the
Archbishop of Canterbury. The Church also voted to endorse and support the UN
Millennium Project, but a lot of resolutions on important topics never made it to the
floor because so much time was taken up with issues like sexuality. | have only given
the most cursory summary in this piece, but Dean Morris left some valuable summaries
available in the church and Peabody Room. | am so grateful for her masterful job on a
stormy night.

When we try to discern God's agenda revealed in scripture and tradition there is a lot
more on the list than sexuality which has so dominated our attention for some time:
guestions of God's concern for the poor (over 2,000 verses in the bible), peacemaking in
the midst of the horrifying war gripping Iraqg, Lebanon, Israel, Gaza, Darfur etc, the
needs of children, the elderly. These many concerns that make us realize that God has
given us a big task in a world that is very commercialized, torn by strife and violence
and where our own internal debates can seem irrelevant to people searching for
meaning in the midst of confusion, societal breakdown, violence on the streets of our
cities etc. We must humbly ask God to give us grace and help us from feeling
overwhelmed by the mission set before us by the Gospel of Jesus who came to bring
wholeness and reconciliation and has committed that task to us through his Holy Spirit.
God will give us the strength we do not possess naturally when we present ourselves to
him in humility, repentance, prayer and fellowship centered on the Eucharist, where we
try to live a gospel life together. May God bless us in this task at St. Andrew's in the
months ahead as we re-gather after the summer holidays.

HABT TAT FOR HUMANTTY
Avound t ha world

As disturbing as the AIDS epidemic in South Africa is now, it will get worse. According to
Nurturing Orphans of Africa for Humanity (H.0.A.H.), more than 3 million healthy children
between 18 months and 4 years old could be orphaned by AIDS in the next 5 years. Habi-
tat for Humanity South Africa has joined with N.O.A.H. in the KwaXima region of KwaZulu
Natal to build 60 houses for orphans and vulnerable children. While the project will focus
primarily on alleviating the impact on children orphaned by AIDS in terms of their basic
needs, staff members believe that by providing secure homes in an empowered and edu-
cated community they can also help reduce the risk-taking behavior that can result in HIV
infection.

In Guatemala, where 14.6 million people live below the official poverty line, Habitat has
built about 20,000 modest block houses since 1980 (almost 10% of its worldwide con-
struction output). Money isn't the only obstacle local committees have overcome - per-
haps not even the most daunting. The mountainous terrain is a difficulty; literacy is a
problem and communication in general is troublesome. Spanish is the official language
but there are 22 indigenous languages as well, each unintelligible to the others. All this
makes Guatemala an unlikely leader in the effort to eliminate poverty and substandard
housing, but for nearly a decade local committees have been increasing capacity in quan-
tum leaps, loosening the tenacious grip of poverty upon thousands of families.

Since hurricanes Katrina and Rita, nearly 244,500 donors have contributed nearly $123
million through Habitat for Gulf Coast reconstruction. As home building is a measured,
methodical process compared with immediate relief efforts, it is anticipated that it will be
mid-summer 2007 before the current funding is exhausted. Just six months after the hur-

ricanes, Operation Home Delivery has more than 220 houses constructed in Alabama, Mis-

sissippi, Louisiana and Texas, with hundreds more planned for the coming months.

Other countries in which Habitat is active are New Zealand, Kyrgyzstan, Brazil, Hungary,
India, Indonesia, Tanzania and England.
