Dear People of St.

Do you love or hate Yankee Swaps? |
love them. I love the haphazard collection of
gifts they assemble, and the hilarity and
serendipity that ensues when gifts are swapped.

Gifts and gift-giving have been very
much on our minds lately due to the Christmas
Season. While many complain about the
commercialization of the season, and many of
us are trying to simplify our celebration, gift-
giving is unlikely to go out of style any time
soon. This is because gift-giving has so much
emotional and symbolic power. In fact, an
exchange of gifts is one very good way to think
about being members of the church, and of
being part of the body of Christ. The apostle
Paul expresses it this way:

AWe have different
t he grace gi ven us.
prophesying, let him use it in proportion tcshi
faith. If it is serving, let him serve; if it is
teaching, let him teach; if it is encouraging, let
him encourage; if it is contributing to the needs
of others, let him give generously; if it is
leadership, let him govern diligently; if it is
showing mery, let him do it cheerfully 0

Recently, Jason took time from his busy life at
State Street Corp., as a Cub Scout leader and
Sunday School teacher to answer some of my
questions.

Jason is originally from Altrincham,
Cheshire, in England. He moved to Dunedin,
New Zealand with his parents and brother at the
age of three and a half, and it was here that he
grew up.

He and Faith met at the University of
Otago in New Zealand when Faith was an
exchange student. Later, they lived in Indiana
from 1993-1997 when Faith took a job with
Butler University. They headed back across the
Pacific to Welli
two years so Faith could continue her work with
Butler Universityd s
With family in this area, Jason and Faith decided
to move to Massachusetts and start a family in
1999. Faith and Jason have been married for
sixteen years. For fourteen of those years, Jason
has lived in the States.

Before now, Jason held dual citizenship
with the United Kingdom and New Zealand.
Renouncing his former national loyalties was not
something that he took lightly. However, he
believes that active participation in the society in
which he has lived most of his adult life, and the

pull of his overseas roots.

After qualifying for citizenship based on
his length of residency, Jason studied for a civics
test and other verbal, written and reading tests.
Of course, there were background checks, but
Jason encountered no difficulties fulfilling all of
these requirements.

Zucchini Soup

Her eds exactly
A n d r ecookbsok, this recipe from Audrey
Western is both tasty and delicious.

1 thsp. margarine or butter

1 1/2 cup chicken broth

2 lg. onions, chopped

4 1/2 cups water or stock

1 Ib. potatoes, peeled and thinly sliced

1/4 tsp. nutmeg; increase to taste

3 Ibs. zucchini, trimmed and cut into small
chunks (2 heaping quarts)

Salt and pepper, to taste

In a large pot,
heat margarine, add
onion and sauté until
. soft. Add remaining
ingredients and mix
gently. Cover pot and
bring to a boil. Reduce
heat and simmer until
vegetables are soft
(approximately 20 minutes), keeping the pot
covered. Then uncover and let the pot stand until
cool enough to handle. Puree in blender or food
processor to a coarse texture. Serve hot, at room
temperature, or cold. Makes about 11 cups,
serving 6-8. Freezes well, too, so enjoy!
