The goal is to create a time and
place to draw closer to Christ and to appreciate the
cost of his love for us. They are not ends in
themselves. They are intended to fix our hearts on
things of importance. In many caséss as difficult

to take on a good habit, such as daily scripture reading
or prayer, as it is to give something up, but the positive
nature of the new practice may take root and remain an
ongoing practice.

Common Prayer indicates two days of expected
fasting Ash Wednesday and Good Friday.
Traditionally, fasting has meant taking one full meal
per day and abstaining from meat. Fridays in Lent are
days of special observance, which generally includes
fasing. Two smaller meals may also be allowed
