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Therefore, since we are surrounded by such 

a great cloud of witnesses, let us throw off 

everything that hinders and the sin that so easily 

entangles, and let us run with perseverance the race 

marked out for us.   
 

“The Joy is in the Journey.” 
 

Dear People of St. Andrewôs, 
 

 For a number of years, I worked with a 

colleague who had affixed a bumper sticker with 

this saying, "The Joy is in the Journey", to his van.  

He had married late in life, and he and his bride had 

driven across the U.S. in a second-hand, blue Ford 

Econoline.  Somewhere along the way, he had 

acquired this bumper sticker.  He placed it there, he 

told me, to remind himself that all of life is a 

journey and that the best way to travel is to "stay in 

the moment.ò  I suppose it also reminded him of the 

happiness of his honeymoon.   

 I have to confess, however, that every time I 

parked behind him, and read that bumper sticker, I 

groaned and some cynical comment like, ñRight,ò 

or ñOh, Sure,ò would spring to mind.  This was not 

because I doubted his commitment to being present 

in the moment, or that I begrudged him the memory 

of that time with his new wife.  It was because all 

that I could ever think of when I read that cheerful 

slogan was the torment of the family vacations of 

my childhood: the hours cramped in the back seat, 

the family arguments, the rushing to leave and then 

going back for what had been forgotten, and of 

course car sickness!  While I sometimes had a great 

time when we got to where we were going, seldom 

(in my memory, anyway) was there any joy in those 

journeys.  Whenever I read about the Israelites 

grumbling in the wilderness as they traveled to the 

Promised Land, I think about the discomfort and 

discontent of our family vacations. 

 Curiously, many years later, the TV reality 

show, ñThe Amazing Raceò has become one of my 

familyôs favorite shows.  In it, there are twelve 

teams, each consisting of two people; they race 

around the world following clues that take them 

 

from country to country and challenge to challenge.  

The team that crosses the finish line first wins a 

million dollars.  Part travelogue, and part 

ñSurvivorò, each week features spectacular scenery, 

historical sites and lots of places that Iôd like to visit.  

In addition to the places they travel, it is equally 

fascinating to observe the interpersonal dynamic of 

two people who, deprived of sleep and the comforts 

and safety of a daily routine, have to work together, 

in a strange place, and often in a foreign language, 

in order to overcome various obstacles and 

complete tasks for their next clue.  One of the 

themes of the show is the transformation that each 

person and each couple undergoes as they 

experience the trials and triumphs of their journey. 

 Holy Week is a journey.  In its services of 

worship, we are invited to travel with Jesus to the 

cross and, finally, beyond the cross.  Like any other 

journey, it is not always easy.  In fact, the journey of 

Holy Week is especially challenging for us because 

it takes us to some of the darkest and most difficult 

places the human spirit can travel.  It is, however, a 

journey of transformation.  I invite you this year to 

come with heart and mind open to discovering 

something new in the depths of Jesus' experience of 

farewell, service, betrayal, struggle and sacrifice.  If 

you have been in the habit of attending the same 

service each year, I encourage you to choose a 

different aspect of Holy Week to experience.  Come 

to be challenged.  Come to be transformed.  Come 

and, as the author of the letter to the Hebrews invites 

us: 

Let us fix our eyes on Jesus, the author and 

perfecter of our faith, who for the joy set before him 

endured the cross, scorning its shame, and sat down 

at the right hand of the throne of God.  Hebrews 12:

BAYARD UNDERWOOD 
 

 Bayard Underwood, 93, longtime 

resident of Groton and Harvard, died 

comfortably at Emerson Hospital in Concord on 

March 13 after a year-long struggle with 

debilitating illness.   

 Bayard is survived by his wife of almost 

54 years, Lois H. (Londagin) of Groton; his 

children (and their families): Sally McFarland of 

Sacramento, Calif., Kathleen Malarky of 

Seattle, Wash., Consuelo Marshall of 

Huntington Beach, Calif., Anne Sroka of 

Monson, Sarah Underwood of Westfield, step 

daughter Donna Cordisco of East Boston; 11 

grandchildren and seven great grandchildren, 

two nieces, and a nephew.  

 Bayard was born in Washington D.C. on 

May 27, 1916 to Norman and Anne (Bayard) 

Underwood.  His parents predeceased him, in 

1974 and 1975 respectively, as did his sister 

Anne Underwood White, who died in 1989. 
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Bayard spent his early years in Washington 

D.C.  He attended St. Albans School in 

Washington and graduated in 1934 from The 

Hill School, in Pottstown, PA.  

 He enrolled at Princeton University and 

graduated in 1938 with a BS in Chemistry, 

intending to continue to medical school.  

Instead, he decided to pursue art, and moved to 

New York City to study painting at the Art 

Students League.  In 1939, Bayard married 

Rosalind Spiller and relocated to Mexico City, 

where their first child was born.  They returned 

to the U.S. in 1940, settling in New York City.  

As the U.S. entered World War II, the family 

moved to southern California, where Bayard 

studied at USC's School of Architecture and 

built his first home in the Los Angeles hills.  

The marriage ended in 1951.  

 Bayard moved to Cambridge and 

enrolled in the Harvard University's Graduate 

School of Design.  There he studied architecture 

under Walter Gropius (one of the founding 

members of the Bauhaus in Weimar, Germany), 

and Jose Luis Sert, who succeeded Gropius as 

dean of the school.  Bayard received his master's 

degree, became a licensed architect, and worked 

for several firms before establishing his own 

practice in 1963, initially in Cambridge, and 

then in Concord.   

 In 1956, Bayard married Lois 

(Londagin) DiNoto.  He built his second house 

in Concord and moved there in 1957.  In 1959, 

the Underwoods bought land in Harvard where 

Bayard built his third house, the glass and steel 

"Cupcake House" near Shaker Village on 

Sheehan Road, among the woods and wetlands 

on former Shaker community lands.  

 In 1963, Bayard's interest in Shaker art 

and architecture prompted him to found The 

Shakerton Foundation Inc. to promote Shaker 

art and architecture.  For the last forty five 

years, exhibitions and lectures have been held at 

locations throughout the commonwealth. 

Bayard also worked with the National Parks 

Service's Historical American Buildings Survey.  

His research included former Shaker 

communities in Harvard and Shirley, where he 

documented surviving Shaker buildings with 

measured drawings and renderings.  

 In 1983, Bayard and Lois moved from 

Harvard to Groton Center, and, in 1995, opened 

a gallery, Studio 1, which is attached to their 

home, and which provided exhibition 

opportunities for area artists and festive 

openings for the community.  

 Bayard regarded his most important 

architectural work to be the restoration of the 

former U.S. Patent Office building in 

Washington, D.C., for the Smithsonian's 

National Collection of Fine Arts, from 1965 to 

1970.  His architectural work on churches was 

of great significance to him, and included the 

remodeling of the Cathedral Church of St. Paul's 

in Boston, the Ascension Memorial Church in 

Ipswich, and St. Andrewôs Episcopal Church in 

Ayer.  

 Bayard was a communicant of St. 

Andrewôs Church in Ayer since the 1960s.  

Active in town affairs, he served on town boards 

and was involved with many organizations and 

activities throughout the Nashoba Valley.  He 

participated in the Loaves and Fishes Good 

Friday Walk for many years, often walking the 

full 20 miles, and raising thousands of dollars.  

Eventually, when in his 90s, he could no longer 

participate as a walker, he continued to raise 

money for the organization by soliciting donors 

who paid him not to walk.  Indeed, many people 

will participate this year in memory of him. 

 Throughout his life, Bayard continued to 

paint and draw, his sketchbook accompanying 

him to all manner of gatherings and events, and 

on vacations to favorite haunts such as Vieques, 

Puerto Rico; Venice, Italy; and Squam Lake, 

New Hampshire; and in Harvard, Groton, and 

surrounding communities.  Many area residents 

have been the subject of his keen eye and adept 

hand.  

 At the time of his death, he was happily 

anticipating "Drawings of Venice," an exhibit of 

his work that will be held in Groton at Lawrence 

Academy's Conant Gallery, Richardson-Mees 

Performing Arts Center, April 9 to May 28.  The 

opening reception will be held Friday, April 9, 

6:30 to 7:30 p.m.  

 The family wishes to thank the 

numerous friends who helped them in so many 

ways throughout Bayard's illness and also the 
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staff of Nashoba Valley Nursing Service & 

Hospice, the Life Care Center of Littleton, 

Emerson Hospital, and the Groton EMTs for the

After graduating from Princeton in 1938, 

Mr. Underwood abandoned plans for medical 

school to be an artist and never looked back.  He 

lived in many locations throughout the country, 

studying both art and architecture and designing 

three of his own unique homes.  His notable 

achievements as an architect include the 

restoration of the former U.S. Patent Office 

building in Washington, D.C., for the 

Smithsonian's National Collection of Fine Arts 

and the remodeling of the Cathedral Church of 

St. Paul in Boston.  The works on paper to be 

exhibited at Lawrence Academy were drawn 

during two trips to Venice during the 1980s and 

result from the artist's decades-long infatuation 

with that city.  They also represent, according to 

Mr. Underwood, "an homage to the painter 

Francesco Guardi (1712-1793)," who, like the 

artist, marveled at that city's fantastic 

architecture and scenes.

Individual Chocolate Mousse Cakes ï Serves 10 

 

Ingredients 

1 ¼ cups sugar, divided 

½ cup unsweetened cocoa 

2 tablespoons all-purpose flour 

1/8 teaspoon salt 

¾ cup water 

5 ounces bittersweet chocolate, finely chopped 

1 tablespoon dark rum 

1 teaspoon vanilla extract 

2 large eggs 

1 large egg white 

Cooking spray 

 

Preparation: 

 

Preheat oven to 350°. 

 

Combine 3/4 cup sugar, cocoa, flour, 

and salt in a small saucepan. Add water; stir 

well with a whisk. Bring to a simmer over 

medium heat; cook 2 minutes, stirring 

constantly. Place chopped chocolate in a large 

bowl. Pour hot cocoa mixture over chocolate; 

stir until chocolate melts. Stir in the rum and 

vanilla. 

 

Place 1/2 cup sugar, eggs, and egg white 

in a bowl; beat with a mixer at high speed for 6 

minutes. Gently fold the egg mixture into 

chocolate mixture. 

 

Divide chocolate mixture evenly among 

10 (4-ounce) ramekins coated with cooking 

spray. Place ramekins in a 13 x 9-inch baking 

pan; add hot water to pan to a depth of 1 inch. 

Bake at 350° for 25 minutes or until puffy and 

set. Serve warm.
