 I grew up by the 

ocean with my siblings 

and friends, and have 

happy memories of a 

treasured childhood.  On 

our summer vacations we could experience the 

awe and wonder of the ocean, go swimming, 

boating and fishing just about every day. 

 In our small community my family knew just 

about everyone and, in most families, there were 

children our ages.  All of us truly loved and very 

much enjoyed living near the ocean.  We had 

access to rowboats, an old fishing dory, and a 

large raft that we swam to.  Also, we had lots of 

rides in my fatherôs motorboat. 

 Sometimes we swam next to an old pier 

where my dad had built a diving board.  (As I 

recall, it did not have much spring to it!)  We 

even learned how to dive backwards ï though not 

exactly with Olympian grace and finesse.

Jalapeno Corn Bread 

from Betsy Hopkins 
 

Preheat oven to 350 degrees.  
 

Ingredients: 
 

1  cup cornmeal ¼  cup sugar 

3  cups flour 2  T.  baking powder 

2  tsp.  salt 2  sticks butter  

3  eggs 2  cups milk 

8 ounces  sharp cheddar cheese 

1/3  cup scallions, minced 

1  jalapeno pepper, seeded and minced 
 

1)  Whisk together the first five dry ingredients, 

and make a ñwell.ò  
 

2)  Melt the sticks of butter and add to it the 

eggs and milk. 
 

3)  Pour the wet ingredients into the dry, and let 

sit for 15 minutes. 
 

4)  Add most of the cheese and scallions to the 

mixture, reserving some to sprinkle over the top 

before baking.  Then add pepper to your taste ï 

you will probably not use it all. 
 

5)  Put mixture into a buttered 9ò x 13ò pan, 

sprinkle with extra cheese and scallions, and
