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The Little Children and Jesus 
15

People were also bringing babies to Jesus to have him touch 

them.  When the disciples saw this, they rebuked them.  
16

But Jesus 

called the children to him and said, "Let the little children come to me, 

and do not hinder them, for the kingdom of God belongs to such as 

these.  
17

I tell you the truth, anyone who will not receive the kingdom of 

God like a little child will never enter it." Luke 18: 15-17 

 

Dear Members of St. Andrewôs, 
 

 My first office as a newly ordained priest and 

associate rector was in the basement of the church, 

in an old childrenôs chapel.  A line of small stained 

glass windows ran down the length of the wall and 

a copy of this verse was the subject of one of these 

windows.  There, at the center of the small but 

vivid panel, in jeweled tones, was a kindly Jesus 

with a toddler perched on his knee.  A group of 

older children surrounded him, pressing closely.  

Their faces were portrayed in a variety of skin 

colors and racial features.  ñLet the children come 

to meédo not hinder theméFor of such is the 

kingdom of God.ò 

 This scripture makes a pretty picture.  We love 

to think that Jesus loves the little children and think 

the Church loves them too.  We like to think that 

we, as members of the Church, would never hinder 

a child from coming to Jesus or from coming to 

church.  

 But what does it mean to go beyond stained 

glass and really welcome children to the church? 

In our role as Jesus' disciples today, how, on a 

practical level, do we invite or prevent children 

from coming?   And why does Jesus say that Godôs 

kingdom belongs to young children?  

 Beginning with the last question first, I believe 

it is because the spirituality of the young child is 

distinctive and unique.  Early childhood is marked  

 
by an attitude of wonder.  Young children are 

constantly marveling at creation, at the mystery of 

life and death, at the small and at the great.  Have 

you watched a toddler squat down and intensely 

examine a line of ants marching across the 

sidewalk, or seen a three-year-old raptly pouring 

soap bubbles from one cup to another while 

ñhelpingò wash dishes?  This absorbed observation 

and rapt attention rooted in wonder is at the root of 

both science and prayer. 

 The young child is a natural mystic.  Their 

minds are at once both concrete and metaphysical.  

More than one parent has been stunned by the 

questions that their four year-old asks about God.  

Children also have a great hunger for God and a 

deep capacity for faith.  Contrary to popular 

opinion, the things of faith that most captivate the 

child are its deepest and most profound truths.  The 

best way for an adult to present these mysteries is 

in a direct and essential way- with few words, 

much silence and beautiful but simple materials.   

 A church that is able to place the spiritual 

values of the young child at its heart is a church 

that will develop some important spiritual gifts: 

flexibility, hospitality and essentiality.  Placing the 

child in the center of the life of the church takes 

intentional thought and planning.  Adults have the 

money, and we make the decisions, so quite 
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naturally things tend to be done to suit what we are 

comfortable with.  Very soon the child is forgotten 

as our adult preoccupations take over. 

 So, here are some things that I know are 

important for us as the Church to consider if we 

want to welcome children and introduce them to 

Jesus. 
 

¶ How might the space we offer 

children here at St. Andrewôs 

prevent, or invite them to come here 

to meet Jesus? 
 

¶ How do we welcome children to St. 

Andrewôs? Does our welcome 

encourage or discourage them and 

their parents? 
 

¶ How might my behavior in worship 

toward a wiggly child encourage or 

discourage their return? 
 

Environment:  Children are sensate learners.  

They learn by doing and by engaging all their 

senses.  The environment we offer children to 

learn in is very important.  It speaks to them 

much more loudly than our words.  Not only 

should the physical space be clean, attractive, 

and safe, it should also be orderly and peaceful.  

The power of creating a sacred space for 

children to experience the Bible and prayer is 

what I discovered in The Catechesis of the 

Good Shepherd.  This ñenvironmentalò 

approach is much more effective than a regular 

classroom in introducing the child to Jesus, 

because it speaks to the whole person and not 

just to the head. 
 

Welcome:  Children need to be welcomed as 

carefully and intentionally as adults.  They 

need to have their spiritual needs taken 

seriously.  Baptized children are full members 

of the Body of Christ and should be included in 

all its gathering and activities according to their 

interest and ability. 
 

Worship:  Children need to be included in 

worship from a young age.  The multi-sensory 

nature of Episcopal worship speaks to the 

young childôs way of learning.  Children, 

however, are more physically active than adults 

and they need to move around, or to do 

something with their hands while they listen.  

Adults sometimes need to let go of some of 

their desire for a perfectly quiet worship 

experience if children are going to be 

effectively welcomed into worship.  We need 

to remember that communal worship is just 

that, not primarily a time for private devotions.  

Also, styles of parenting have changed.  Many 

adults have their children in childcare all week 

and want to have them with them as much as 

possible on the weekends.  This includes being 

in church at a young age.  Adults need to be 

very careful about what they say or do when a 

young child is noisy or active during worship.  

It doesnôt take much to make a struggling 

parent with a young child feel unwelcome. 
 

 I know that St. Andrewôs wants to welcome 

more children and their families to come and meet 

and worship God in Christ here in this place.  I 

hope you will reflect on the questions and thoughts 

above.  Your Vestry and Facilities Commission 

have been considering the condition and needs of 

the Sunday School space on the lower level of the 

Parish Hall.  Please come to worship and the 

cookout on June 6
th

, when Jason Salter and 

members of the Facilities Commission will be 

presenting a plan for renewing this space this 

summer.  They will be looking for your support 

and participation.

RENOVATION PROJECT  

Summer 2010 
 

This summer, your Sunday School team along 

with the Facilities Commission and your Vestry 

(with much encouragement from the Reverend 

Joyce) is kicking off a project to spruce up the 

Sunday School space downstairs in the Parish 

Hall. 

The thought is to catch up on some long-

standing maintenance and upkeep items as well as 

to complete some cosmetic changes that will 

provide a clean and welcoming space for our 

Sunday School classes in time for the new Sunday 

School year starting in the fall. 

We will be focusing on the rooms that are 

currently in use for Sunday School ï the Godly 

Play, High School, Upper Elementary and 

Nursery rooms as well as the stairway and 

hallways.   

Some of the things we are hoping to do are: 
 

¶ paint the entire space, patching and 

cleaning the walls and ceilings as we 

go 

¶ install a new wall between the Godly 

Play room and the High School room 

to help with noise issues 

¶ replace the classroom doors that open 

onto the hallway with doors with 

windows; other doors will be 

repainted and patched as required 

¶ acquire new and more appropriate 

furniture including; tables and chairs, 

rugs, storage options, coat racks and 

picture rails 
 

Our big hope is to lay down a new floor in the 

entire area to replace the existing floor.  Our 

existing floor is old and is beginning to fail in 

places ï meaning that there are pieces of broken 

vinyl tile loose on the floor.  Our Facilities 

Commission is doing a great job of repairing the 

old tiles with new ones as they fail, but the general 

opinion is that it is time to replace the floor.  This 

is definitely the most expensive item on the plan, 

and so itôs a ñmaybeò. 

As you can imagine this kind of effort costs 

money and will take the time and elbow grease of 

the congregation to achieve.  Over the summer we 

will be providing opportunities to participate in 

clean up days and work days, and there will be 

more than one PAINTING PARTY hosted that 

we hope to make both fun and fulfilling. 

On June 6
th
, the Sunday School will be 

celebrating the final day of classes for the 

2009/2010 year with a cookout.  As part of that 

celebration there will be a presentation on the 

plans for the renovation, and more details on how 

you can help us. 

We will be displaying a ñBig Board of Needò 

at the event, where we will be asking for 

sponsorship of materials and other items that we 

need to complete the project.  For example, you 

may want to sponsor a gallon of paint for $25 or a 

dumpster for $300, and many other items in 

between.  This is one opportunity for the 

congregation to show their support for the Sunday 

School. 

A small committee has been formed by Vestry 

to lead the completion of the work ï Linda 

Kaferle, Lin Goodwin, George Miller and myself.  

We are VERY keen for any new members to join 

us!  We will also be asking for additional help on 

specific items from individual parishioners as 

needs dictate. 

Please feel free to approach the Reverend 

Joyce or myself for a tour of the current facilities 

to better understand why we are so motivated to 

complete this work on behalf of the congregation.  

The general response has been ñI had no idea it 

was like thatò when we take people on a tour.

Growing up we lived 

in an old Victorian house

We had to go to the hospital, I remember 

being scared by the big scissors that they used to 

cut off the old cast and the talking to I got from 

the Doctors and my Mother for all the grief that 

I had caused.

2 cups heavy cream, whipped, or 1 (8-ounce) 

container frozen  

whipped topping, thawed  

1 (9-ounce) package NABISCO Famous 

Chocolate Wafers  

Chocolate curls, or fresh berries for garnish if
