Dear Members of St. Andrew’s, 
 

 A number of you have 

commented on the green stole I 

began wearing on the Sunday 

after Trinity Sunday.  This is my 

stole for the season of Pentecost, 

or ―ordinary time.‖  It was cross 

stitched by my friend and former 

parishioner, Liannae Peterson.  It was inspired by the 

biblical story of creation.  Down the left side of the 

stole are rows of plants—flowers, herbs, grains, 

grapes and so on.  On the other side are rows of 

animals; mice and cats, hippos and sheep, a horse and 

so on suggesting some of the incredible variety in the 

animal kingdom.  At the top of each side of these 

columns are human beings, Adam and Eve.  The 

words, in Hebrew, shown just under them are 

―Behold, very good.‖  These words sum up God’s 

feelings about the newly created world.  

When I talk about this time with children, I often 

refer to it as, ―The Growing Time—the time when we 

learn about all that Jesus said and did.‖  And so it is. 

The lessons we read from the Gospels during the 

summer on Sundays are about the things Jesus said 

and did in his earthly ministry.  These readings 

include the parables, his ethical teachings including 

The Sermon on the Mount, and his healings and 

miracles.  These are important lessons.  These 

readings provide the spiritual soil, the sun and the 

rain we need to grow in our life in Christ.  How 

lovely and appropriate this seems as we look around 

us and enjoy, once again, the lush green canopy of 

the trees and the vivid emeralds of our gently rolling 

hills.  This is the time to watch our vegetables grow; 

to enjoy the color of blooming perennials, and to 

mow the lawn.  It is a time for growing. 

 So let me encourage you as we enter this time of 

nature’s growth to keep your and your family’s 

spiritual growth in mind too.  Here are some ideas: 
 

 While you are on vacation go to church.  

Not only will you include worship in your 

vacation, your experience of being a 

―visitor‖ will help you welcome newcomers 

here at home.  When you are in town, I hope 

you will take the time to come to church.  I 

encourage you to bring your children even  

 

 

though there is no Sunday school.  The short 

service is a great time for them to experience 

worship.  There is nursery care for the very 

young children throughout the summer. 

 Read a spiritually oriented book. It 

doesn’t have to be heavy.  If you have never 

read them, I strongly recommend the 

Chronicles of Narnia.  They are great books 

to read aloud. 

 Read a story from the Bible to your 

child while you are in the car and discuss it.  

 Memorize a poem, hymn or prayer. 
 

 Below are three of the Celtic Prayers I used in 

my Trinity Sunday sermon which are lovely and easy 

to learn.

Have you ever wondered ―what if‖ 

St. Andrew’s didn’t run its annual stewardship 

campaign?  Would anyone in the parish notice 

it hadn’t taken place?  Just think a year with no 

sermons about money, no Pony Express 

campaign or other ―get involved‖ program of 

giving, no solicitation calls to be avoided, no 

pledge cards to be returned and therefore no 

guilt.  I’ll bet there are enough of you, even 

―pillars of our church‖, who have asked 

themselves these questions at one time or 

another.  Maybe you would like to assume, that 

should such a thing occur that there would 

probably still be enough members of the 

congregation who would just keep on giving 

anyway, so what difference does my small 

pledge really make to the church’s financial 

well being?  Without that box of weekly 

envelopes to haunt me I’ll just slip a few 

dollars into the plate when and if I have them.  

With all our family expenses, the kids, food, 

gas, monthly cable, cell phone and internet 

fees, insurance, health expenses, I can’t see 

obligating money I don’t know that I’ll have 

and truly in the end, what difference does it 

make?  I love the church and the people and I 

believe and all, but what if something happens 

to me, or my job, and I can’t pay my mortgage,  

I’ll be in real trouble. 

Now you all know this isn’t going to 

happen, not in an Episcopal Church anyway, 

but let’s just imagine what if our parish 

couldn’t pay its bills and you came to church 

some Sunday morning and it was cold and 

dark, no heat, no lights, just a few candles.   

So you tried to call and find out what was 

going on, but there was no one to answer the 

telephone, no office staff, because they hadn’t 

been paid and left.  Then our already hard 

working and part time rector decides to try and 

overcome these difficulties by having everyone 

sit down front, snuggle up, and try singing our 

morning hymns without the organ as it too 

needed electricity and an organist who also 

could not afford to work for free.  And what 

about all the other important elements we need 

for a service?  Who will contribute the wine 

and bread and candles in order to hold even 

these simple Pilgrim style services?  And then 

don’t forget someone will need to volunteer to 

clean the church because we don’t have a 

housekeeper anymore and the litany of issues 

we might face goes on and on.  Can we even 

occupy the building if we don’t have insurance 

or ability to pay our diocesan commitment?  

Now in reality this isn’t going to happen but 

think for a moment about the what ifs should 

there not be enough money to meet the 

obligations the parish mission statement says 

we have to the Ayer community, and to all the 

families and elderly in the surrounding 

communities that this parish body serves. 

So this year let’s try another approach. 

What if each member of this parish considers 

the following simple solution WHAT IF I 

JUST GAVE A LITTLE MORE, DID A 

LITTLE MORE AND THOUGHT A LITTLE 

MORE ABOUT MY INVESTMENT IN ST. 

ANDREWôS.  Like any investment there is an 

ROI [return on investment] often proportionate 

to what you have invested with your time, 

talent and treasure.  It is returned in the grace, 

the love, the friendship and the help this 

church always steps forward to provide when 

most often needed in times of great personal 

stress or trouble.  If everyone does a little 

more, a lot more will get done; if everyone 

gives a little more, imagine what might be 

undertaken in service; and if everyone 

shares in this effort, the load has to be 

lighter for everyone.   

So there is no need to worry about a dark 

cold church, or no music or any other loss if 

we just remember that it is an honor and 

OUR responsibility to keep OUR church for 

GODôS worship fiscally sound, in good 

physical shape and ready to serve our parish 

community as GOD calls us.  May you be 

called and so inclined to join in His work this 

year.

MYSTERY MEMORY

I was very interested in 

horses during my youth.  I rode every day, and 

hunted with the Groton Hunt in the days when the 

foxes were real, if few and far between.  The local 

horse shows were the highlights of my existence.  I 

spent my summers on a lake in northern Vermont, 

first vacationing with my parents, and later 

working as a waitress in a resort hotel.  I graduated 

from Concord Academy and continued my 

education in New York State.  In the past, I worked 

briefly as an interior decorator, and then for 

American Airlines for several years.  

I first attended St Andrew's when I was 11 

years old.  At that time the altar was against the 

front wall (as they all were at that time).  I don't 

remember going to Sunday school here (maybe I 

didn't!), but I was prepared for Confirmation 

(along with Nancy Bentinck-Smith and Debbie 

Bowditch) by Father Henry Mattocks.  We would 

come after school one afternoon a week, and it 

must have been winter because we sat in one of the 

front pews and the church was DARK.  We 

memorized the General Confession and the Creed.  

In those days there wasn't much discussion of 

theology or belief, you just memorized!  Our actual 

Confirmation took place in Forge Village, in a Hall 

above the Grange (where I think there was another 

Episcopal Church that met).  I remember thinking 

that it would have been better to be confirmed at St 

Andrew's because the Grange Hall wasn't very 

"churchey".  In any event, shortly after that I 

started going to Church (NOT going was NOT a 

choice) at Groton School, where the scenery was 

much more interesting than at St Andrew's since 

Groton was an all-boys’ school at that time.  

 

I loved Bertha Doran.  The tea cups always 

matched at Coffee Hour, and she always sat right 

by the door to the Peabody Room so she could 

scoot out to make sure things were ready.  She 

brought me gingerbread every Christmas, with 

chunks of ginger in it.  It was fabulous.  Also, as 

many of you know, until she was in her late 80's, 

she sat on her floor every night for 2-3 hours 

braiding her beautiful rugs.  I have one in my 

kitchen.  It is over 40 years old now, and just as 

beautiful as the day it was finished.  

The memory from last month came to us from 

Jason Salter who grew up half a world away! This 

monthôs is very local! Can you take a guess?

Spinach Strawberry Salad 
  

INGREDIENTS 
 

 1/4 cup sesame seeds  

 2 tablespoons poppy seeds  

 1 cup white sugar  

 1 cup olive oil  

 1/2 cup distilled white vinegar  

 1/2 teaspoon paprika  

 1/2 teaspoon Worcestershire sauce  

 2 tablespoons minced onion  

 1-1/4 pounds fresh spinach - rinsed, 

dried and torn into bite-size pieces  

 8 cups strawberries - cleaned, hulled 

and sliced  

 1/2 cup almonds, blanched and slivered  
 

DIRECTIONS 
 

In a medium bowl, whisk together the sesame 

seeds, poppy seeds, sugar, olive oil, vinegar, 

paprika, Worcestershire sauce and onion.  
 

Cover, and chill for one hour.  In a large bowl, 

combine the spinach, strawberries and almonds.  
 

Pour dressing over salad, and toss.
