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“What kind of Church is this?
You gave money to a stranger!”

Dear People of St. Andrew’s,

As Senior Warden, | hear so many great
stories from parishioners about things that are
going on at St. Andrew’s, but few are as
fascinating as the story of a conversation that
took place at coffee hour after the 9:00 o’clock
service on July 11th.

You may remember that on that Sunday,
Phil Welton, on behalf of the Outreach
Commission, challenged those in attendance to
accept a $100 bill and to find creative ways to
multiply this “seed” money into larger,
worthwhile mission projects. In response to his
challenge, three individuals came forward—the
first was a woman who is a former Vestry
member and who is active in many parish
activities, the second was a student who has
recently graduated from high school, and the
third was a woman whom no one in the parish
had ever seen before. Without hesitation, Phil
gave a crisp bill to each person, wished them
success in their mission, and invited them to
return at the end of October to report on their
experiences. After the service, three members
of the Altar Guild approached Phil about doing
a group mission and again, without hesitation,
Phil gave them their “seed” money.

In the Peabody Room after the service, the
newcomer, the person whom no one had ever
seen before, approached a parishioner and
asked, “What kind of Church is this? You gave
money to a stranger!”

This was what I like to call a “newcomer
moment,” which many of us find so difficult to

handle—and which are more and more common
at St. Andrew’s as we continue to grow in
strength and numbers. At that moment, each
one of us stands alone and, at the same time,
also represents our entire parish. We want to
be welcoming, we want to be supportive, we
want to follow through on what we have heard
in a recent sermon, and we want to say just the
right thing. But what a tough question!

Luckily for all of us, the parishioner at that
“newcomer moment” was Carolyn Smith, who
makes a point to greet each newcomer in the
parish during The Peace and who had
previously greeted this woman. Carolyn
responded by saying, “We weren’t worried
about giving it to you—we figured that either
you are going to use it for someone else’s
benefit or you took it because you really needed
it. Either way, we have accomplished our
objective.” As it turned out, the newcomer was
an Episcopalian from a parish in our diocese
who was visiting a friend in Ayer that weekend.
She was astonished and pleased that we at St.
Andrew’s would simply have handed a $100
bill to a total stranger. Something like that
would never happen in her parish, she reported.

| was so pleased to see that Phil, in his
“newcomer moment,” gave away the $100 bill
without a moment’s hesitation and to learn that
Carolyn, in her “newcomer moment,” said those
words of affirmation that we all wish would
come as easily to us. How will you respond
when your “newcomer moment” comes?

TRAINING NOW ONLINE!

This training is designed to increase
awareness regarding sexual misconduct and
abuse of power, to outline steps toward
preventing abuse, to offer ways to intervene
when misconduct occurs and to equip anyone in
a position of parish leadership with ways of
healing and rebuilding the body of Christ.

The training is required of all clergy and
diocesan employees. It is also intended for
wardens, vestry members, lay Eucharistic
visitors, pastoral visitors, youth leaders,
confirmation sponsors, acolyte leaders, choir
directors, church school teachers, volunteers
working in the parish on a regular basis and all
employees of congregations.

Free online training using the curriculum
"Safeguarding Our Children” is now available
for use by congregations in this diocese. Each
congregation has been assigned an administrator
who can provide trainees with a unique 1D and
password they will need to access the program.
Because the program uses video clips, broadband
Internet access is essential.

This program is expected to work well for all
lay volunteers including, but not limited to,
church school teachers, vestry members and
officers.

PEACE ON THE PLAYGROUND

St. Stephen’s Church held the first of its
weekly prayer vigils at O’Day Plaground on
June 8. In the wake of the recent Boston street
violence that left four young people dead in a
month, St. Stephen’s Church in the city’s South
End is taking its witness for peace to the
playground.

Every Tuesday at 5 p.m. through mid-
August, St. Stephen’s will hold a prayer service
at the O’Day Playground. It’s just steps from the
church and is the site of frequent gang activity
and occasional violence, according the Rev. Liz
Steinhauser, director of youth programs at the
church.

“Imagine being seven years old and not being
able to play in the playground you can see from
your bedroom window,” she told the South End
News last week.

The first prayer vigil at the playground last
week launched this summer’s B-SAFE program
run by St. Stephen’s at six Episcopal church and
school sites in the South End, Dorchester,
Roxbury and Chelsea. Hundreds of

Episcopalians from more than 50 outlying
parishes come in to make lunches, read books
with children and organize field trips. As a
result, some 430 children and youth are safer for
six weeks each summer, and about 90 teens get
counselor training and summer jobs.

Over at St. Mary’s Church in Dorchester, a
new playground awaits the congregation’s
children, 30 more children served by the
church’s childcare center and 60 B-SAFE Kkids,
thanks to the volunteer efforts of many,
including members of St. Anne’s-in-the-Fields
Church in Lincoln, Grace Church in Newton and
St. Stephen’s.

“We believe that giving these children a safe
place to play will go a long way towards
teaching them that their lives are precious, and
we hope that this will empower them to resist the
lies of other forces around them, like gang
violence, that treat life so flippantly,” explains
diocesan Micah Project intern Mac Stewart. He
says the playground is the first phase in a larger
project to renovate the entire back yard at St.
Mary’s and installs a basketball half-court.
Donations are still needed to finish the job.

“We know that a simple playground can’t
solve all the problems of poverty and violence in
many of our neighborhoods, but it is our hope
that having a safe place for these children to play
will contribute to a culture in our community that
points lives in the right direction,” Stewart says.

Kids want to make safe choices, Steinhauser
says of the value of church programs like B-
SAFE. “When you invest in young people,
violence goes down.”

In this heat, here's a recipe that simplifies your
work!

e One box of Duncan Hines Carrot Cake mix

e Orange scented dried cranberries or a
combination of dried cranberries and dried
oranges

e Cinnamon applesauce

Follow the directions as to oven temperature,
and greasing the bundt pan with either
shortening/butter or cooking spray.

When the directions call for soaking the packet
of carrots and raisins, add some of the dried
cranberries and oranges.

The other modification occurs when you
reduce the amount of liquid added and put in
applesauce instead.

Follow directions on the box for the
appropriate baking time.
